Jones Crowned 2009 New 
Zealand Supersport Cham-
pion!! 

Gareth Jones  wins Round 3 
ONK Superbike Champion-
ship and adds  7th place in 
FIM Superstock 1000 on Su-
per Sunday in Assen. 

Gareth Jones  finishes 2nd 
in dream debut in German 
IDM Championship at 
Oschersleben  

A small step for Teuchert to the championship 
but a giant leap for Jones towards the IDM.

Assen Sunday 23rd  August  
 
In the weekend that will be remembered for the dynamic return to the IDM championship 
of Martin Bauer, the 2008 champion and pre-season favourite for this years championship 
and Jorge Teuchert being crowned 2009 IDM Superbike champion, a little further down 
the field a battle raged between the incumbent heroes of the IDM factory teams and the 
young men in privateer teams who will challenge them in the years to come. 
 
Gareth Jones, Raymond Schouten and Matej Smrz all graduates of the FIM Superstock  
championship in the World Superbike paddock showed what the next generation is made 
of, and on this showing it is impressive stuff. 
 
Smrz qualified 2nd on the Honda,  Schouten 6th on the 2009 Yamaha and Jones, the 
youngest of the 3 at 22 years old, nursed his aging 2007 Yamaha R1 to a creditable 9th 
place being edged out in the final moments of qualifying by the 45 year old ex Moto GP 
racer, Jeremy McWilliams, on the factory KTM. 
 
òQualifying was a frustrating experienceó said Jones, òIn the first session I had an electri-
cal problem in which I blew a fuse and had to push the bike back to the pits and then we 
setup for the qualifying tyre with 10 minutes to go and I couldnõt get a clear run, as you 
know you only get 3 fast  laps on a qualifier, I honestly believe that people stopped on 
the race line to have a picnic, in the end I had to take a chance and rode around the out-
side of people and ducked inside to lay a lap down, I had to be happy that I was in the 
top 10 especially when Jeremy threw in an incredible last lap on the KTM.ó 
 
Gareth wasn't phased because racing rather than qualifying, is his strength, at this stage 
in his career. In Race 1 Jones got away to his trade mark start and forced his way to 6th 
place on lap 1 working his way into 5th 
place before being forced to give way 
on the racing line and run off the track 
in lap 3 to avoid bringing himself and 
Arne Tode down. Gareth went from 6th 
to 13th in one lap enabling him to 
launch another of his great  comebacks. 
As the laps ticked away Gareth battled 
with Dario Guisepetti, Arne Tode, 
Stephan Nebel and Gabor Rizmayer be-
fore a last lap pass on Stephan Nebel 
saw him home in 8th place with only 3 
secs between 4th and 10th. 
 
Race 2 was even more exciting with Gareth making an incredible left to right pass 
through the 2 front rows of the grid to take 4th place on lap 1 he then had to face up to 
the fact that his older bike was not as fast in a straight line as the factory 2009 IDM bikes 
and settle in to the battle for places 5 to 9 along with Jeremy McWilliams, Stephan Ne-
bel, Kai Borre Andersen, Arne Tode, Matej Smrz and Raymond Schouten for 10 laps these 
riders played interchange with each other. At one time all 5 were covered by no more 
than a second, the racing was hard and clean with each man waiting for the slightest sign 

of error in line or breaking and then 
pouncing. In the end it came down to a 
last lap dash and in the final turn Gareth 
capitalised when Nebel got out of position 
to come home in 6th place behind Kai 
Borre Andersen and Smrz, who crowned an 
excellent day with a 4th place. 
 
A great days racing which saw 6 or 7 pre-
vious winners of IDM races left in Jonesõs 
wake on the day in which the likeable  
young Aussie from  Canungra, proved that 
his podium at Oschersleben in Round 2 of 
the IDM was no ôflash in the panõ and 
showed that he deserves to be ôhottestõ 
wildcard in the IDM paddock for next sea-
son. 
 
 

With 55 points from 4 races, Jones has showed form which could have earned him a top 3 
place in the championship over a whole season, on a 2 year old bike, which  gives us just 
a hint of what might be in his rookie season in the IDM, if that is what the future should 
bring.

Gareth has to ride with old head on a young body to get the most out of the bike, today

I have enjoyed my time in the IDM championship and people have been so helpful  and 
friendly to me, despite the fact I am only visiting, at this stage. I am really looking for-
ward to the IDM season finale in Hockenheim an then returning here to Assen in the ONK 
finaleó
