Jones Crowned 2009 New 
Zealand Supersport Cham-
pion!!  

Gareth Jones  wins Round 3 
ONK Superbike Champion-
ship and adds  7th place in 
FIM Superstock 1000 on Su-
per Sunday in Assen.  

Gareth Jones  finishes 2nd 
in dream debut in German 
IDM Championship at

Gareth Jones was today confirmed as a motorcycle racing champion on 2 continents after 
adding the 2009 Dutch Superbike Championship to New Zealand Supersport Championship 

which he won in the first 3 months of this year.  

The 22 year old Aussie from Canungra in Queensland takes the Dutch title by holding a 27 
point lead with  a race to spare.  If you add to his 2 National Championships his stunning 12th 
place in the IDM German Suberbike Championship in which he scored 62 points from 3 rounds 
completed, A top 10 finish in the FIM Superstock 1000 round at Assen, winning the  ôRookie of 
the Yearõ in Dutch Superbikes and all of this achieved riding as a privateer on a 2007 Yamaha 

R1 it has been one hell of a year!  

This 11th round of the ONK at Assen was styled òThe Race of Championsó and it proved to be 
a compelling weekend.  Saturday qualifying was nip and tuck as at various stages Ghisbert 
van Ginhoven, Peter Politiek and Gareth all took their turns as provisional pole sitters.  Ga-
reth took the opportunity to get used to his race set up on the Yamaha having raced for BMW 
the previous weekend.  He 
qualified a very creditable 3rd 
as he re-acquainted himself 

with his bike òHerbieó. 

Gareth started from 3rd on 
the grid and he converted it 
into 1st place at turn 1 estab-
lishing a lead only to be over-
taken by Peter Politiek.  As he 
entered the 5th turn his rear 
tyre unexpectedly lost grip 
and the race was over for 
Jones.  His Yamaha òHerbieó 
bounced and spectacularly 

burst into flames.  

Fortunately the race result 
didn't matter as the championship was secured but a frustrated Jones said afterwards òI 
wanted to finish the championship with a win in this race but it wasn't to be, I still don't 
know what happened, Peter passed me and I remember thinking take it easy there is plenty 
of time to get it back, then the rear wheel let go and I was flying through the air with the 
burning wreckage of Herbie (the bike). It wasn't exactly the fireworks display and BBQ that I 
had in mind. I could understand it if I was pushing really hard and I lost it, but this was un-

usual, it happened so quickly and was unrecoverable, we will have to review it later.ó 

And so the Dutch adventure comes to an end with one last race in an unforgettable 2009 sea-

son and then he will be moving on to target the German IDM championship  for next season.
